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Vacancies

There are nearly 390 vacancies on SACs across the provinces (down from nearly 420 in
2022-23).

There are nearly 2700 SAC members in Nova Scoftia (up from nearly 2500 in 2022-23).

On average, 47% of SACs have a full member complement (up from 41% in 2022-23).

We again heard that community members are the most difficult member category to
fill, followed by staff.

We heard of many ideas and plans to fill vacancies including:

“Having current members ask people they know”

“[Reaching out to] the business commerce committee”

“Educating the community and staff on what our SAC does”
“Advertising on the school website, reaching out to community partners
such as Lion's Club™
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Diversity

« When asked if the SAC reflects the diversity of school communities, the most common
answer was “yes” in all regions. However, it was not a strong maijority.

« We heard that 49% of SACs have SAC Agreements that allow for designated seats to
reflect the diversity of your school community (up from 44% in 2022-23).
